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MISSION TRIP TO CUBA 2010

Three years ago I first met the wonderful families of Yaguajay, B=Cuba.  My life was changed by the ex-

tremely poor, generous, happy, Christian people of Ebenezer Baptist Church.  

My son Mark arranged the transportation and necessary State Department documents, and visas.  Heõs an 

expert after 19 trips to Cuba.  We left Raleigh on Friday, May 21st, 2010 with four suitcases jammed with 

baby clothes, adult clothes, school supplies, medicines, gifts and toys for the children, donated costume 

jewelry for the ladies, a brand new trumpet for a very talented young man, and many other items.  We 

used òSpace Bagsó and suck and sealed the soft items and prayed that Customs officials in Cuba would 

not want to open the bags.  

Mark and I spent the first night in Miami and departed for Cuba the following morning.  I rode from gate -

to-gate at the airports in Raleigh and Miami in a wheelchair so it would be loaded aboard the aircraft.  It 

was being taken to Yaguajay to be given to a very crippled young man.  

We arrived in Havana, went through Customs and Immigration, and were met by our interpreter, a young 

English -speaking girl from Ebenezer Church.  We rented our pre 1957 car and off we went for a 5 -hour 

drive to Yaguajay.  We arrived around 9:30pm.  A group from the church was waiting to greet us.  They 

had waited hours and hours not knowing when we would arrive.  

Sunday was Pentecost and we attended the service.  The church service is always well attended when the 

òAmericanosó are there.  I was so very happy to be apart of the Sunday School.  I had taken dozens of 

small foam crosses that came with decorating kits.  The children loved decorating their crosses which 

served as bookmarks. 

I took the latest copy of our òSeaGulló which had the picture of the little òsock boyó in it.  Our interpreter, 

Maria Elena, read Fr. Bertõs Pentecost message in Spanish to the congregation. 

Wednesday night 79 men, women, and children came to give me a surprise birthday party.  The local 

baker had traveled to two nearby towns looking for enough sugar to make the icing.  I was in tears to 

think these people whom we had gone to bless were generously giving something to me.  

We left Yaguajay en -route back to Havana where we were again met  by our interpreter.  She helped us get 

the rental car turned in and get to the hotel.  The following day we toured both old and new Havana in the 

back of 3-wheel motorbikes.  Itõs a beautiful, historic city that time has not changed.  Since the Revolution 

in the 1950õs most f the cars we saw were vintage pre-1957 models, most modified with Russian diesel en-

gines.  We spent 2 nights in Havana and departed for home on Saturday, May 29th.  We left Cuba full of 

joy mixed with sadness that we were leaving our other loving families behind.  Our Gulfstream and 

American Airline flights home were bittersweet.  I love these people and thank all of you at St. Peters who 

prayed for our mission, our safety, and who helped with gifts for us to take.  

It is very expensive to send aid packages to Cuba and the weight limit is 4 pounds per package.  If anyone 

is interested in helping me send packages to Cuba throughout the year or would like to join my son on his 

next mission trip please let me know.  Itõs an experience that will change your life. 
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HOW YOUR UNITED THANK OFFERINGS WORK  

 

As you know each lent we give out ñmiteò boxes and envelopes for devotional 

growth, through thankful prayers and offerings.  These monies are totally 

granted to support our churchôs mission.  They are gathered up on Easter. 

I want to let you know that some of last yearôs money was granted to Holy Cross Anglican School to 

build toilets.  A lot of us went to Belize twice to help build this school.  The pictures are of the con-

struction going on in May.  The school has 8 grades and a learning disabled class.  This is all built 

over shallow water that has been filled in with sand and pilings.  Before there was one bathroom for 

boys and one for girls with 4 toilets each.  You couldnôt put paper in the toilets.  The new cement 

construction has 24 toilets and 10 urinals, 4 teacher toilets and 8 sinks.  This is the most state of the 

art composting ñgreen building systemò in the world.  This building system is 100% recyclable.  This 

is done by an architect and design company whose labor and expertise is donated, with the school 

paying only for their cost of materials.  Can you believe your UTO offerings did this! 

The school is still growing, (500 students) with lots of groups donating time to build.  They have a 

dental clinic, Dr. Alex Willis and his wife Nancy go each year, plus other dentists, to provide dental 

care for the students. 

A computer room and a library have been built.  All this from donated money, free labor, and donated 

computers to fill the room.  To appreciate what is going on at Holy Cross, here are some things to re-

member; most of the kids are given uniforms, shoes, and 2 meals a day. 

This all started when Vernon and Frances Wilson had a vision while visiting Belize on vacation and 

saw how all these children where running around and not in school.  The only school there is, is 

Catholic and there are fees to attend.  This is all on the island of San Pedro off Belize.
